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Pedagogy Workshop

Fall, 2002; Fridays, 2 – 4

This workshop is designed to prepare you to teach in the college English classroom and to practice different methods of teaching and different ways of thinking about teaching. We will be calling on experienced faculty and graduate students to present their ideas on and experiments in teaching. We will also be presenting mini-lessons for each other, and this microteaching will give us a chance to test our legs and try new ones. There are several articles that we’ll be reading over the course of the semester as well as preparation for microteaching and specific seminars such as grading papers.

Requirements: 

1. Attendance is required. Please contact Renée or Marty if you’re unable to make it to the workshop. 

2. Your reading and participation in the discussion of the articles makes this workshop work and will provide you with both theoretical and practical ideas on teaching. Most of the readings are available on electronic reserve via Chinook under Marty Bickman’s ENGL 5529 course. 

3. Beginning the second week of the workshop, we will have two (or three) microteaching sessions. You will prepare a five to ten minute lesson and present it to the rest of the group for practice and feedback. Please bring enough copies of your lesson plan or outline for the class, showing how these 5 –10 minutes fit into a complete class session.

4. During the month of September, I’d like to meet with each of you briefly over coffee. I am on campus every day from 12 – 1 for class. Please email me with times that you’re available. I’ll also have a sign-up sheet available in class.

5. You are also invited to visit classes of faculty and graduate students (see list). I’d like you to visit at least one class by the beginning of November (before our November 2nd workshop on classroom discussion). 

6. Finally, I’d like you to write your initial conclusions about teaching (one to two pages) for our last workshop including your visions and theories about teaching and three practical, realistic goals you have for your first semester of teaching. Utilize any of the information you’ve read and digested this semester and any form that suits your thoughts.
